The 2017 World Para Taekwondo Championships are the first one to be held since the
event became a biennial event and will hold a G-10 World Para Taekwondo Ranking
status, making it the highest-ranking competition on the Para Taekwondo calendar and
will be essential for any athlete aiming to hold the world’s number 1 spot at the end of
the year.

Para Taekwondo Championships will be well organized and be a suitable start to the
2020 Tokyo Paralympic cycle.

The WT Para Taekwondo Competition Rules as of June 23, 2017 will be implemented for the Para Taekwondo competitions of the
K40 Sport Classes at the 2017 World Para Taekwondo Championships.

Please note that Article 10.5 of the WT Para Taekwondo Competition Rules will be in effect. Athletes that fail weigh-in shall
be disqualified. All athletes are required to be registered in the correct weight division by the end of registration deadline.
Weight division will not be changed in the case the athlete does not pass weigh in!

8. POOMSAE RULES

The WT Para Taekwondo Poomsae Competition Rules will be implemented for the Para Taekwondo Poomsae competitions of the
P20 and P30 Sport Classes at the 2017 World Para Taekwondo Championships.

In the
case of a tied score after the completion of the third (3rd) round, a fourth (4th) round of two (2) minutes will be conducted as the
Golden Point round, after a one (1) minute rest period following the third (3rd) round.

The duration of contest may be adjusted to one (1) minute x 3 rounds, one (1) minute 30 seconds x three (3) rounds with a 30 second
to one (1) minute break between rounds upon the decision of the Technical Delegate for the pertinent Championships.

*WT reserves the right to use one round duration of contest during the 2017 World Para Taekwondo Championship.

Poomsae
The Poomsae competitions in the P20 and P30 Sport Classes at the 2017 World Para Taekwondo Championships will be held in a
single elimination tournament system.

Two (2) Poomsae from the designated Compulsory Poomsae shall be randomly drawn for each Sport Class and Age Category for
each round of the competition in the P30 Sport Classes.

WT will conduct research in para taekwondo kyorugi competition performance factors. Injury surveillance research as well as research
into athlete classification will also be conducted during the 2017 World Para Taekwondo Championships.

physicians and physiotherapists for Athletes with Physical Impairment, ophthalmologists and optometrists for athletes with Visual
Impairment, and psychologists for athletes with Intellectual Impairment.

Or

- an extensive coaching or other relevant background in the sport of Taekwondo or a recognised and reputable academic qualification
which encompasses a requisite level of anatomical, biomechanical and sport-specific expertise, which WT at its sole discretion deems to
be acceptable.

It is recommended that each MNA contact their National Paralympic Committee for recommendations on Medical classifiers to attend the
seminar.

Candidates to attend the seminar are required to send their resumes to para-tkd@wtf.org no later than September 11, 2017. Candidates
accepted to the course will be informed on October 1, 2017. The course fee is US$150/participant to be paid in cash on site.
